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Duke University offers Nuclear-Trained Naval Officers a tech-savvy alternative to an MBA in our 2-year Master of Engineering Management degree, offered via our low-residency distance model.
To receive the Master of Engineering Management (MEM) degree, distance students must complete:
· Three One-Week On-Campus Residencies: Orientation, Mid-Program, and Capstone
· Four core management courses: Marketing, Finance, Intellectual Property and Business Law, and Management
· Two Focus Area electives in one area: Commercialization, Financial Engineering, or Operations Management
· Two technical elective courses: Innovation Management, Decision Models, Project Management, or Managing Product Development
Officers completing the program through our agreement with the United States Naval Nuclear Propulsion Program receive 6 hours of technical elective credit (equal to two courses) for their Naval Nuclear Propulsion Program training. Therefore, these officers complete the four core courses, 2 electives, and the residency requirement to receive the degree.
The campus program is also an option for officers who have an assignment as a local NROTC instructor.
Applying
[bookmark: _GoBack]Interested officers should contact their commanding officer in order to discuss the program and gain approval. The commanding officer should submit a letter of support via our recommendation system in our online application.
Officers submit our standard application requirements to apply. Note: the GRE is required.

Upon enrollment, students must provide a copy of their Joint Services Transcript to our academic coordinator who will work on the student’s behalf to ensure all transfer credits appear on the student’s transcript.
